The shelter will be open on 
one side to expose the traditional cruck roof timber 

construction.   The Culag Enterprise team already 
have a Level 1 dry stone walling qualification and they 
are hoping to progress to Level 2 in time to undertake 
the building of the shelter.  A design team of Gordon 
Sleight from Historic Assynt, local joiner Michael 
Scott, Culag Woodland Trust Directors Jimmy Crooks 
and Mark Snowdon and Culag Enterprise Director Ian 
Mackenzie are putting together final drawings and 
ideas and it is hoped the plans will receive the appro-
priate planning permission to carry out the work in 
spring this year.

Preparations are well under way to design a shelter to 
be built at the edge of Loch an t -Sabhail on the new 
loop path walk.  The route of the loop path takes the 

walker through the remains of Loch Beannach Town-
ship and it is quite an experience to realise you have 
just walked between the remnants of houses that 
would have been occupied up to the early 1800s.  
When the Culag Enterprise team have finished creating 
short pathways amongst the township ruins visitors 
will get a closer look at the remains and an even 
greater sense of lives past.  Recreating a sheiling style 
building using traditional building methods will bring 
something of this to life, not to mention providing a 

great stopping off 
point on the new 
path.  The building 
will be approxi-
mately 5 metres in 
length and 3 me-
tres wide, a dry 

stone wall con-
struction will be 
covered by a grass 
roof.  There will be 
a small lean to at
